Nanko Shrine
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Nanko Shrine, adjacent to the national historic site and scenic spot
"Nanko Park," is a shrine dedicated to Matsudaira Sadanobu (known as
Shirakawa Rakuo), the lord of the Shirakawa domain. With the support
of Eiichi Shibusawa, who greatly admired Sadanobu, the shrine was
established in the 11th year of Taisho (1922). It is believed to bring
good fortune and ward off misfortune, attracting visitors with various
wishes. In spring, the weeping cherry tree known as the "Rakuo Cherry
Blossom," which is considered the sacred tree of the shrine, presents a
beautiful sight as its blossoms seem to shower down from the sky.
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
